00D INTRODUCTION

Even though Prague is a modern metropolis of the 215t century, the city
is still aware of its historical cultural heritage and endeavours to support
the owners of cultural monuments who protect and maintain the city‘s
nationally protected values.

Every year the City of Prague helps to finance the repair of 60-80 histo-
rically significant buildings that serve not only their proprietors but also
the general public. Subsidies are provided as financial grants and are
chiefly allocated for the restoration of visibly important sections, such as
facades, entrance portals, and period gates, windows and roofs.

In 2003-2007, Prague provided almost 450 grants, worth half billion
CZK for this purpose. This book presents 50 selected valuable edifices
or their parts that have been restored with the help of grants allotted
from the City of Prague Budget.

Most of the sites in this brochure are situated within the Prague Heritage
Reservation, entered on December 4, 1992 in the UNESCO List of World
Cultural Heritage as a proof of the unique cultural, urban and architec-
tural growth of Prague.

During the latest known repair work, the church received a modern coat
of paint, totally unsuitable for historical relics of this type. Moreover, the
failed reconstruction effort left all stone surfaces cleaned but without
paint. Research and period archive documents show that the original
facade was of completely different design. The surfaces including sculp-
tures were of brown and beige hues. The paint on the stone elements
blends the statues with the facade and protects them against environ-
mental wear and tear. Based upon these findings, the church was re-
paired and Prague provided a grant for the first stage of its renovation,
namely the repair of the street fagade including its decorations.

The residential house "At St. Michael's" is situated at the wall of the
Capuchin Garden near Bohemia‘s oldest Capuchin monastery. It was
built in the late 17" and early 18th century to replace a sixteenth-century
house, being originally a part of two neighbouring buildings nos. 81 and
82. The two buildings became se-
parate at a later date. All buildings
in this street were of equal height
determined by the garden wall, their
rear wall to this date. "St Michael‘s"
has seen several reconstructions
and overhauls. Dating from 1837,
its main entrance gate with a sym-
bol of the sun has been preserved
till this day. The latest major recon-
struction effort took place in 1964.
By the end of the twentieth century,

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"St Michael‘s" was empty and dilapidated. Its gable wall nearly collapsed
in the 1990s, the static conditions of the building were disrupted and its
overall condition was unsatisfactory. During a general overhaul in 2006,
the building was fitted with new insulation and static provisions, and the
roof of the adjacent tract was repaired. The project investor respected
during his demanding reconstruction effort all the stringent requirements
of conservationists and preserved the picturesque appearance of the
building, including its ancient jamb windows or exact replicas, historical
roofs, etc. For this reason the restoration of the building was partly co-
financed by a grant budgeted by the City of Prague.

Novy Svét (New World), an outlying part of the Hrad€any quarter, was
inhabited by the less affluent population strata. Today, however, it is a fa-
vourite retreat for artists who live and work here.

During
structural changes implemented in
1884, its owners replaced a Baroque
entrance gate with a door and window,
and partly walled up the original entran-
ce. The original Rococo stucco orna-
ments and facade of the house have
survived till this day.

Its new owners decided
to completely repair the whole house including all its art and craft details

and elements. The project was exe-
cuted in several consecutive stages.
The roof was reconstructed with the
use of original period covering. Fol-
lowing proper research, the owner
had the facade restored to its origi-
nal appearance. The large entrance
gate replaced the later door, and the
colours of the fagcade were changed.
Original cobble pavement was retur-
ned to the gateway. Existing timber
elements were reconditioned and
decayed elements were restored.
The owners’ endeavour to restore
the house was supported by a City
of Prague grant.

The corner house "At the White
Skittle" is situated near Prague’s Char-
les Bridge. The Barogue edifice from the
early 18" century was built according
to the design of Christoph Dientzenho-
fer. Late classical lateral and rear wings
were added to the building some 50
years later. The house underwent repairs
in the 1960s and 1990s, the latter repair
having been carried out according to the
design of architect Ladislav Labus.

Many original parts of the building have been preserved, including vast
Baroque cellars, painted wooden ceilings, an original gilded grille at the
entrance, and a high-quality stucco fagade. A corner niche is graced by
a statue of St Joseph with Infant Jesus, sculpted by Ferdinand Geiger,

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and below the niche is the house sign — a relief of a skittle. Most of
these elements were badly damaged by a flood in August 2002. The
house was statically disrupted and a repair was necessary. The sensitive
restoration project was successful also thanks to financial support from
the City of Prague.

Christoph Dientzenhofer (1655-1722) was a Bavarian-born Czech Ba-
roque architect and builder. His architecture can be admired in Prague
as well as other European cities. Chief among his creations are the Jesuit
Church of St Nicholas in Prague’s
Lesser Town, the Church of St
Margaret in Bfevnov, and the main
facade of the Loreto pilgrimage
shrine in Hrad€any. He worked with
his son, Kilian Ignaz Dientzenhofer.

and a painted timber ceiling, have survived inside the house.

Its owner decided to restore the house to its original appearance and to
put right some insensitive alterations from the 1950s. The whole building
was renovated but the City of Prague subsidized only its externally
visible parts. Nerudova Street is one of the public spaces of historical
significance that Prague endeavours to help subsidize with public funds.
However, Prague could provide a grant only on condition that all regula-
ted repair procedures be observed. This provision applies to the choice
of materials and the manner of repair work. The overhaul of the House at
the Green King involved a total repair of the fagade and the installation of
replicas of the original wooden windows. The picture shows that this will
significantly alter the appearance of the building.

Well-known Czech actor Josef Kemr lived on the first floor of the house.

Legend has it that St Hubertus was a man devoted to worldly pleasu-
res and a passionate hunter. On one of his hunting expeditions he saw
a deer with a cross between its antlers. This encounter turned him to reli-
gion. Hubertus changed his ways, became a priest, and converted most
inhabitants of the Ardennes to Christia-
nity. He was later canonized. St Huber-
tus is the patron saint of gamekeepers
and foresters, and is usually depicted
with deer, dogs, bears, falcons, or with
a horn or bishop’s symbols.

There are several roads to the Prague Castle. A lane called Castle Stairs
leads directly to HradCanské Square in front of the Castle. Indeed, it
consists mainly of stairs built in 1540-1541. Although the place-name
changed frequently, it was always deri-
ved from the nature of this access rou-
te, such as Strma cesta (Steep Road)
or Stupné (Stairs).

In this ancient lane there is the house
variously called "At the Pelican" or "At
the White Bustard®. The original edifice
existed in 1415, and Renaissance vaults
and outer walls, together with early Ba-
roque ceilings and pillars have survived
the subsequent restoration works. The
house owes its present appearance to

the last known Baroque revamping effort that took place in 1777-1783.
The Little Quarter location of the building was much appreciated by the
well-known Czech painter, graphic artist, book illustrator, stage designer
and author, Jan Zrzavy, who lived here and his bust used to grace the
fagade. It was stolen during the facade repair works and has not been
retrieved. The owners wished to have a replica of the Jan Zrzavy bust
and they were helped by the National Gallery and the City of Prague. The
National Gallery had a replica cast with the financial support of the City of
Prague. Since 2007, all passers-by can establish at first glance just who
lived in the picturesque scenery right below the Prague Castle.

Jan Zrzavy (1890-1977) was a prominent figure of the Czech avant-gar-
de of the early 20" century. In spite of his talents he was expelled from
the Prague Academy of Applied Arts and earned a living as a self-taught
artist. He made indelible marks on modern Czech art. He loved France,
often visiting and finding inspirations there.

Used for their original pur-
pose until 1881, the tower and the mills were purchased in the 1920s
by the Manes Society to build its new headquarters with an art gallery,
restaurant and café. The Sitkovské Mills were torn down but Architect
Otakar Novotny preserved the water tower by blending it with the new
project. The premises saw little long-term use, except for one purpose:
From the mid-1970s, communist secret police agents used one of the
tower's eight internal stories to keep under round-the-clock surveillance
the nearby apartment of dissident playwright Vaclav Havel.

Over time, the stone mantle of the tower has suffered a lot of wear
and tear. The restoration works on the stone elements and their overall
strengthening and protection must always proceed simultaneously on
the whole surface of each side of the tower. The City of Prague has partly
subsidized the costly restoration project. Further stages of restoring the
stone facade will follow.

passageway. Its late functionalist design is by architects Jaroslav and
Karel Fiser. A work of quality, the Svétozor Arcade is still a public place
today. The very valuable tinted glass windows that grace the premises
were designed by the well-known artist, FrantiSek HudeCek. Their di-
mensions are truly awesome, measuring four by nine metres. The co-
loured window in the middle section, showing the logo of Czech radio
manufacturer Tesla, is in fact a permanent billboard opportunity.

Fifty years on the windows needed cleaning and repair of sections sub-
jected to wear and tear. In view of its complex technical structure and
the loosening of some key component parts, the whole construction
had to be dismantled and taken to the restoration studio. The restorers
carefully cleaned all 39 parts of the glass mosaic, and the artifact was
returned to the arcade after months of restoration effort. The City of
Prague provided a financial grant to help save this specific art element,
situated in a public space.

In a way, arcades are successors to Prague’s passageways, many of
which date from the Middle Ages. However, most of Prague’s modern
arcades originated during the first half of the 1920s as a significant
element of the city’s new architecture. They serve today as pedestrian
traffic routes but importantly also as places where people meet and
spend their leisure time. There are shops there, in addition to coffee
bars, cinema halls, and theatres.

It owes its Renaissan-
ce appearance to an 18" cen-
tury Baroque reconstruction
effort when another floor was
added to the building. From
this period probably comes
the sculpture of the Holy Virgin
with the Infant Jesus, probab-
ly created in the workshop of
Matthias Bernard Braun, who
is generally considered one of
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the leading proponents of Baroque sculpture in the Czech Lands. The
dynamic Baroque sculpture was restored in 1963 but more than forty
years on, it was found to be in gross disrepair.

In 2004 the owner announced he was going to completely restore the
sculpture and Prague provided him with a financial grant in appreciation
of his endeavour. In 2005 the restorers carried out a thorough inspection
after which the sculpture was removed from its position and transferred
to the studio. Having been meticulously restored and fitted with the mis-
sing parts, the surface of the sculpture was proofed against aggressive
environmental impacts.

The owner was cautioned to regularly inspect the sculpture and have
it thoroughly reviewed once every five years. This would help prevent
irreparable damage to every original piece of artwork situated on the
exterior of the building.

Although the current appearance of the house called "At the Monkeys"
or "At the Opitzs" is based on a Baroque reconstruction effort from
around 1702, its history actually goes back to the Middle Ages.

Built in the second half of the fourte-
enth century, and replacing a Roma-
nesque church, St Castullus, located
near the St Agnes Convent in Prague,
had its originally planned three-nave
disposition changed into a magnifi-
cent two nave plan during the finishing
touches. It is one of the significant
projects executed in the high Gothic
period. The church was damaged by
fire in the late seventeenth century
and some parts of it were replaced
during the subsequent repair work.
It was rebuilt by architect Pavel Ignac
Bayer. Its interior is mainly Baroque,

and its neo-Renaissance main altar
was designed by Antonin Baum.
The altar features a picture of
St Castullus by Josef Scheiwl, da-
ting from 1884. The interior featu-
res also precious Baroque pews
and a Calvary sculptural group by
Ferdinad Maximilian Brokoff. The valuable Gothic mural paintings in the
sacristy date from a period before 1375.

Damaged by flood in 2002, the church needed core repair work. All fa-
cades including their stonework elements were gradually restored. The
owner was advised to dehumidify the church, which was a successful
effort. New electrical installations were put in place as part of the resto-
ration. Prague awarded a grant to help restore the church.

The House "At the Gol-
den Tiger" is originally
a Gothic building partly
revamped into the Re-
naissance and Baroque
idioms. Its earlier known
names are "Digger’s”
and "The Black Lion".
Its modern-day ap-
pearance is the result
of construction works
in the 19" and 20"
centuries. The building
consists of a street-
facing wing, two inner

courtyard wings and
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a roofed yard. The oldest preserved structures, such as Gothic cellars
and a semi-circular entrance gate, date from the 14" century. Two
rooms on the second floor feature valuable timber ceilings with painted
ornaments.

Instantly visible from the street is a conspicuous relief sculpture from the
18" century, positioned above the entrance gate. This anonymous work
shows a walking golden tiger, also the symbol of a famous traditional
beer pub nearby. The beer hall has been the meeting place, since the
19" century, of Czech writers and artists. Beer was imbibed and affairs
discussed there by the likes of poet Karel Hynek Macha, playwright Jo-
sef Kajetan Tyl, historian FrantiSek Palacky, actor Jan Werich, or author
Bohumil Hrabal.

In 2004, Prague provided a grant to help restore the street face, golden
house sign, and stone Gothic portal.

The three-nave Gothic Church of
St Gilles was built in 1310-1371 in pla-
ce of an earlier Romanesque church. Its
massive walls and typically Gothic, bro-
ken-arch windows can still be admired
today. The Dominicans, who acquired
the church in 1626, built a vast four-
wing monastery in its close vicinity. The
new owners radically altered the interi-
or which still houses beautiful Baroque
statues, paintings, altars and other
valuable artifacts by Prague’s leading
artists. The vault frescoes were created

by the well-known Czech Baroque painter, Vaclav Vaviinec Reiner, in
1734 and 1735. Their author was buried in the Church of St Gilles, as

he wished.

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A detailed survey of Vaclav Vaviinec Reiner’s frescoes showed they had
suffered considerable damage and needed restoring. The restoration
work proceeded for aimost four years, in several stages. Restoration work

was performed high above ground from
built-in scaffolding. Such a costly repair
project would not have been possible
without financial assistance provided by
the City of Prague. The massive colou-
red windows were also restored. The
Church of St Gilles and the Dominican
Monastery are still used as places of
worship and a venue for church servi-
ces, lectures and meetings.

Together with the Church of the
Most Holy Saviour, the Italian
Chapel and other edifices, the
Church of St Clement belongs
to Prague’s Clementinum (Kle-
mentinum) complex, extended
and used by the Jesuit Order
since 1556. The Church of
St Clement was built in 1711-1715 by Antonio Lurago according to the
design of architect F. M. Karka. It is a high Baroque, single-nave building
with an austere outer appearance. However, its interior is richly deco-
rated and contains several creations from the workshop of the famous
Baroque sculptor, Matthias Braun; the frescoes depicting episodes from
the life of St Clement were created by Jan Hiebel, and the illusive altar
is the work of Josef Kramolin. This is arguably one of the most valuable
Baroque interiors to be found in Prague.
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The outer masonry of the church has long been in disrepair and sta-
tic defects have manifested themselves of late. The defects were most
probably caused by heavy traffic. Static damage was quite apparent on
both lateral walls of the fagade, where sizable cracks had appeared.
The owner, assisted by a financial grant provided by the City of Prague,
commissioned a cost-
ly repair of all static
cracks and outer fa-
cades of the church.
The church is part of
the Royal Road, and
citizens and visitors of
Prague have been able
to admire its restored
splendour since 2006.

The House "At the White
Horse" is part of Prague’s
Royal Road. The original single-
storey building later acquired
another two floors. A Baroque
reconstruction effort lent it its
modern-day appearance of
a rather narrow four-storey
building. Some Renaissance
vaults and valuable stucco
elements of the facade date
from the end of the 18" century.
Between the second and third
floors there is a decorative relief

in the centre of which the name "At the White Horse" had long been pro-
minent. The windows were insensitively modernised in the 20" century.

The owner decided
to replace these win-
dows with replicas of
the originals. His pro-
posal and the planned
general overhaul of the
fagade were duly ap-
proved. Researchers
discovered a well-pre-
served Baroque pain-
ting of the Holy Virgin

with Infant Jesus under the paint of the decorative relief. The newly dis-
covered valuable historical element of the facade was restored while
the works were still in progress, and could be noticed by the attentive
passer-by. The City of Prague provided a financial grant to help carry out

the restoration effort.

Clas-
sic materials — lime plasters — were
used in the restoration effort. Based
on historical research, the original
colours of the fagade were esta-
blished and successfully restored.
The original gate and windows were
also sensitively restored. The City of
Prague favourably assessed the
owner’s request and provided a grant
to partly support the restoration effort.

The Church of the Most Holy Saviour is
situated in the Clementinum complex —
a part of national cultural heritage. Built
in 1578-16583, the church was partly
modified in the course of the 17" and
18" centuries. Prominent architects and
artists participated in the construction
effort, including Carlo Lurago, Franti-
Sek Maxmilian Karka, Jan Jifi Haring,
and Jan Jifi Bendl, the author of statues
gracing the facade. The Church of the
Most Holy Saviour was the principal Je-
suit shrine in Bohemia. The Jesuit Order
was active in Prague from 1556 till it was
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disbanded in 1773. Until the 20" century the church served as a semina-
ry; today it is the parish church of Prague’s academic congregation.

The Church of the Most Holy Saviour is an exceptionally valuable early
Baroque monument, and is part of the Royal Road. Its owner is trying
hard to keep the interiors and visible parts of the building in good repair.
The fagade, including spires, trusses and their art elements have been
repaired in several stages. The City of Prague helped co-finance the
restoration of this monumental heritage.

The Clementinum is the oldest and largest Jesuit college in Bohemia. It
consists of several courtyards, many buildings, an astronomical tower,
a mirror chapel, two churches, and three chapels. Today the premises
are mainly used by the National Library.

The Church of St Francis Se-
raphinus built according to the
design of the famous French
architect, Jean Baptiste Ma-
they, in 1679-1685 to replace
an early Gothic church from
the second half of the 13®
century. It is the most impor-
tant edifice to have been erec-
ted before the era of Czech
dynamic Baroque. The adja-
cent Gallery of the Knights of
the Cross with the Red Star
hasexisted here since the mid-
dle of the 13" century. Intere-
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stingly, this single monk order of Czech origin was established by a lady
— St Agnes of Bohemia.

The church itself is crowned by a majestic dome with Prague’s oldest
copper roof. The inside vault is decorated with a large fresco by Vaclav
Vavfinec Reiner dating from 1722-1723. Inside are statues of Czech pa-
tron saints (from the left, St Agnes of Bohemia and St Vitus, St Francis
of Assisi in the centre, then St Wenceslas and St Ludmila), and statues
of angels from the workshop of Matou$ Vaclav Jackel.

The disrepair of the stucco and masonry facade of the church led the
owner to make repairs. The restoration works proceeded in two stages.
The statues of patron saints represented in the church facade were also
repaired.

The Church of Our Lady
before Tyn is one of the
landmarks of Prague’s
historical centre and an
entry on the Natural Cultural
Heritage List. Its name was
derived from "theyn" — an
old word for a walled-up
place, the nearby Tyn Court
in this case, also known as Ungelt. The site was previously occupied by
a small Romanesque, later early Gothic Church of the Virgin Mary.

The construction of the present-day church with its two typical Gothic
spires commenced around the mid-14" century and proceeded in several
stages. The architects Matthias Arrau and, above all, Peter Parler influ-
enced its appearance. The Northern Spire was completed in circa 1466,
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and the Southern Spire was erected about 50 years later. A fire in 1679
damaged the Gothic elements of the main nave; for this reason the furni-
ture inside is mainly baroque. Many Baroque artists shared in the internal
embellishments, including chiefly Karel Skréta, Jan Jifi Bendl, Ferdinand
Maximilian Brokoff, Jan Jifi Heinsch, and FrantiSek Maxmilian Karka.

The signature twin towers of the Church of Our Lady before Tyn are 80
metres tall. Both spires have typical slated tapered-square roofs. A care-
ful visitor will notice the different girth of each spire. Indeed, the northern
spire, called Eve, is slimmer than the Adam to the south. Was this really
intended by the Gothic-era builders? Each spire has galleries with stone
railings that have suffered a lot of wear and tear over the centuries. The
situation was grave as some stone elements and ornaments could have
dropped off. Stonemasons were brought to work on some of the irrepa-
rably lost elements. The galleries and spire roofs have been completely
restored in several stages of the effort.

The four-storey terraced
house in Prague’s Old
Town was built by Fran-
tiSek Hodek in 1905. Its
street fagade is a showca-
se example of Baroque-
emulating Art  Nouveau
architecture.  Gold-orna-
mented frescoes on the
first floor depict scenes
from the history of the Czech nation. The facade in the window-line is
graced by stucco elements and paintings. Madonna with Infant Jesus
is depicted in the central part of the facade. Art elements have been
preserved in the interior of the building. The paintings are by Adolf Lieb-
scher. The fagade with the art and craft elements was in bad repair and
the owners decided to have it restored. Especially the mural frescoes
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required careful restoration. After expert research and consultations with
conservationists, the restorers managed to renew the original colours of
the fagade. Prague provided a grant to help restore the building.

Adolf Liebscher (1857-1919) was a prominent Czech painter from the
"National Theatre Generation". His famous creations include the cur-
tain of the provincial theatre in Ljubljana, the decorations of the main
hall of Prague’s National Building at Vinohrady and the area’s Church of
St Ludmila, together with
mural paintings in Vyskov,
Pisek, Kladno and Zlonice.
Liebscher is also the author
of sacral and history pain-
tings, folklore-inspired crea-
tions, portraits, landscapes
and book illustrations.

The Church of St Ludmila is a dominant
feature of Namésti Miru (Peace Square)
and Prague's Vinohrady district. It is
a neo-Gothic three-nave church built
of wire-cut bricks, and each of its two
front face towers is 60 metres tall. De-
signed by the well-known architect
Josef Mocker, the church was built in
1888-1893.

There are two bells in each tower, and
the front face has triangular gables with
a clock. The tower roofs are interestingly
shaped as tall octagonal pyramids. The
tympanum of the main portal carries the

images of the Saviour, St Wenceslas and St Ludmila, the reliefs of which
were created by the prominent modern Czech sculptor, Josef Vaclav
Myslbek (author of the riding statue of St Wenceslas in Prague‘s Wen-
ceslas Square and some statues adorning Prague‘s National Theatre).
Inside the church there are carved Art Nouveau altars, prominent mural
paintings and coloured windows co-authored by Frantiek Zenigek.

The church was repeatedly closed during its rather short history due
to the construction of Prague‘s Metro and several reconstruction pro-
jects. Its stone elements have suffered damage and nearly collapsed
owing to aggressive atmospheric conditions. It was necessary to repair
its external portions. This effort involved the repair and/or replacement of
damaged elements, and waterproofing the fagade. Moisture causes irre-
versible damage due to sudden temperature changes. Prague financially
supported the repair of the external parts of the church.

Built at the start of the 20"
century in the burgeoning new
Vinohrady quarter, this terraced
neo-Baroque building is in close
proximity to the Na Vinohradech
Theatre, and its architecture well
documents the process of Pra-
gue's enlargement. Its valuable
fagade features many artisan elements, including wrought-iron balcony
railings and figural relief sculptures. The noted Czech curator of historical
monuments, Dobroslav Libal was born in this house.

At the start of the 215t century it was necessary to restore the valuable
roof and facades including their art elements. All works were performed
after consultation with restorers and conservationists. A grant by the
City of Prague helped them to preserve the authentic appearance of

the building that continues to grace the
royal quarter of Kralovské Vinohrady.

Dobroslav Libal earned wide recogni-
tion and many awards for his lifelong
endeavour in the field of research and
protection of historical heritage. He is
the author of many methodological tre-
atises, books and articles. The newly
repaired fagade of the house where he
was born is adorned with a commemo-
rative plaque that describes him as an

The Church of St Peter and Paul is a national site within the VySehrad
estate. The site of the modern church was originally occupied by the
early Romanesque Vratislav Il Basilica dating from the second half of the
11 century. Having survived Romanesque, and early and high Gothic
reconstructions, the site endured further Renaissance changes and its
principal reconstruction was supervised by FrantiSek Maxmilian Karika in
the Baroque period. Its current state is the result of conversions effected
in 1885-1887, when the church was re-Gothicized by architect Josef
Mocker. Early in the 20" century, pseudo-Gothic towers were added
according to the design of FrantiSek MikS. Neo-gothic and Art Nouveau
decorations date from the same period. One of the towers has a new
15-bell carillon which plays, for instance, the central melody of "The Mol-
dau" — a symphonic poem by Czech composer Bedfich Smetana.

The western frontage of the church is dominated by a stone gable and
neo-Gothic towers. It was found during the repair work that a wron-

gly set 20" cen-
tury bell housing
(a timber structure
to hold the bells)
touched the wall,
producing  vibra-
tions that mar-
kedly  degraded
the stability of the
front face. A repair was necessary, and it was co-financed by the City of
Prague. Sturdy timber beams, submerged in running water for several
months, were used. This unique method of beam treatment emula-
ted the original method of timber transportation using rafts. Once the
prepared beams were available, all the subsequent (mainly carpentry)
works had to proceed with utmost accuracy.

The Chapel of St Procopius
is part of the protected Smu-
kytka Manor, dating from the
early 18" century. It owes its
present-day appearance to
Classicist alterations made in
the 1820s.

It is a typical example of summer residential farm. There is a single-
storey residential building, a rectangular farmyard, and a couple of farm
buildings. The baroque Chapel of St Procopius is situated at the perime-
ter wall of the manor. An elongated hexagon in its ground plan, this small
edifice is crowned by a tapered square roof with a lantern. Its interior
contains fragments of mural murals and ceiling frescoes.

The long-disused chapel had been gradually losing its sheen. However,
a Prague City grant enabled its current owner to go ahead with repairs
that would rescue this sacral edifice. In addition to plasterwork, doors
and windows, the wooden shingled roof also required a general over-
haul. The roof is leak-proof now and work can start on the renovation
of the paintings.

The Czech painter Mikolas
Ale$, who stayed at the Smu-
kyrka early into the 20 centu-
ry, decorated the gable above
the entrance to the building
with the coat-of-arms of King
George of Podébrady.

Although relatively re-
cently built, the Church

be regularly maintained. The building long suffered from humidity for-
ming in its walls and affecting stone elements of the facade. In 2006
the owner commissioned a project to eliminate the problem. The outer
walls were fitted with a ventilation shaft to dry them and prevent fur-
ther condensation of moisture. At the
same time, the fagade and front of
the church, including its art elements,
were renovated. The renovation work
proceeded in several stages and
Prague participated in the effort by
awarding a public grant.

The Pacold Lime Factory was built in the latter half of the 19™ century.
This interesting and valuable building was put on a list of immovable cul-
tural heritage in 1965. Its kilns were patented and designed by Professor
Jifi Pacold of the Prague Technical University. It is one of the last edifices
of this type preserved in its authentic state. Its two parallel double-hearth
furnaces are known as
Pacold kilns. Limesto-
ne was obtained from
a quarry next to the
factory.

The Pacold Lime Fac-
tory is proof of the
advanced  technolo-
gical state of limes-
tone processing in

Bohemia in the second half of the 19" century. Shortly after the lime works
opened, Prague started its unprecedented growth and construction
work was quite hectic. The Pacold lime kilns worked on a regular basis
till World War II; the factory was subsequently used on rare occasions.
Time and tide took their toll and the building gradually slipped into a sta-
te of complete disrepair. Prague grants have helped to save the lime fac-
tory for the generations to come. The premises are sometimes referred
to as an industrial sculpture.

Jifi  Pacold  (1834-1907)
was a professor of struc-
tural  engineering  and
Rector of Prague's Czech
Technical  University  in
1888-1889.

Established in 993 A.D., the Benedictine Monastery of St Margaret in
Brevnov was the first cloister for monks in Bohemia. The premises have
a long and intriguing past. They sustained considerable damage du-
ring the Hussite Wars but were thoroughly renovated in the 17" and
18" centuries. Many prominent architects and artists participated in
the reconstruction effort,
including Christoph and
Kilian Ignaz Dientzenho-
fer, Karel Josef Hiernle,
Petr Brandl, Josef Hager,
and others. However, the
vast monastery was not
sufficiently maintained in
the 20" century and the
premises were decaying
until the 1990s. The pro-

perty was returned to the Bene-
dictine Order, which is making
every effort to gradually restore
and maintain the premises.

The monastery is on the national
heritage list and conservationists
must be consulted on all repairs.
The same applies to the repair of historical trusses and roofs for which
Prague has provided a staged grant. The renovation of the vast mo-
nastery premises has been planned to proceed in several stages. The
period from 2003 to 2007 saw the repair of a period grain silo from 1712
that aimost completely preserved the original state and structure of the
edifice. A monastery granary of this size and quality is unique in the
suburban environment. At the same time, the timber structures of other
sections of the monastery were repaired.

The historical vineyard estate "Kotlarka" is a nice example of original
settlement patterns in suburban areas. Early historical records mention
the local vineyards in the late 15" century. In the second half of the 17%
century the land was purchased by an Old Town-based boilermaker,
Marek Skrafer, who built a farmyard and brick kiln on the site of today’s
manor. The vineyards
were destroyed in
the 18" century and
have never been
restored. However,
bricks were still made
at Kotlarka during the
nineteenth  century
construction  boom
in Prague and its
surrounding areas.

The manor consists of two residential buildings, four farm buildings,
a barn, yards, and a vintner’s cottage from the 18" century. Vestiges of
fresco ornamentation have survived in the main building. This is connec-
ted with another residential building erected in the 19" century, probably
as an auxiliary to the brickworks. The last known reconstruction of the
manor dates from 1868.

Recently the manor has been thoroughly renovated and due care was
devoted to its historical value. It was necessary to honour the original
composition of building materials and space, and to statically balance
neglected buildings. During the excavation works, an original Baroque
staircase was discovered. The owner wanted it to be restored. All the
other parts of the manor were gradually restored. The City of Prague
supported the costly restoration effort through financial grants.

Some memorial sites have intriguing stories to tell. The story of the cha-
pel in Prague‘s Karlin district began in an inconspicuous manner. This
late Baroque edifice was built in ca. 1753 as part of a cemetery serving
the nearby military hospital. Another
two cemeteries — military and Protes-
tant — were established in the close
vicinity, in 1770 and 1784 respectively.
They were closed after a major flood in
1890. However, the chapel survived. It
was soon to be surrounded by factory
halls and before long the chapel itself
became part of an industrial project. It
is even known to have housed a boiler
room to heat adjacent buildings. An
ugly silo was erected near the chapel.

Period furniture was not preserved but

valuable art details, including a fresco depicting Czech patron saints and
the Coronation of the Holy Virgin, have remained intact.

In 2002, the chapel, and all of Karlin were again impacted by high water.
Virtually the whole chapel was submerged. When the flood subsided,
the owner was prompted by members of the public and information car-
ried by the media to rescue the destitute chapel. The edifice had to be
dehumidified whereupon its original floor, doors and plaster work were
restored. The roof structure was subjected to a general overhaul. The
restoration of badly damaged fresco-
es proved to be a challenge. In any
event, the chapel was restored to its
original splendour. Prague financed
the reconstruction effort in conjunc-
tion with the Ministry of Culture and
the owner.
